Meanwhile, the T-bill auctions during the month showcased
significant drop across the tenors, increasing expectations of a rate cut in the
MPC meeting scheduled to be held on 12th Sep’24. Furthermore, Moody’s
upgraded Pakistan’s rating to Caa2 from Caa3.

On the money market front, both long term and short term market yields
decreased during the month.
